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God, where are you when my life is falling apart? 
If you are so good then where are you in my time of need?

1 Kings 20:28
And a man of God came near and said to the king of Israel, “Thus says the LORD, ‘Because the Syrians have said, “The LORD is a god of the hills but he is not a god of the valleys,” therefore I will give all this great multitude into your hand, and you shall know that I am the LORD.’”

- He is the God of both the mountaintop and the valley

Story of Joseph (Gen. 37, 39-50)

Gen. 37- Joseph’s Dream
Gen. 39- Joseph and Potiphar's Wife
Gen. 40- Joseph Interprets Two Prisoners' Dreams
Gen. 41- Joseph Interprets Pharaoh's Dreams
Gen. 42-50 - Joseph's Brothers Go to Egypt & the Restoration of his family.

Joseph knew what it felt like for life to fall apart:
· Betrayed by his brothers.
· Sold into slavery.
· Falsely accused and thrown into prison.
· Forgotten by those he helped.

And yet, in the middle of it all, Scripture repeats:
“The LORD was with Joseph.” — Genesis 39:2, 3, 21, 23

Genesis 50:20
As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good, to bring it about that many people should be kept alive, as they are today.

Why did I skip Genesis 38?

Gen. 38- Jacob and Tamar


Gen. 49:8-10 (NIV)
Judah, your brothers will praise you; your hand will be on the neck of your enemies; your father’s sons will bow down to you. You are a lion’s cub, Judah; you return from the prey, my son. Like a lion he crouches and lies down, like a lioness—who dares to rouse him? The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the ruler’s staff from between his feet, until he to whom it belongs shall come and the obedience of the nations shall be his.

- God is always faithful to His promises

Abraham → Isaac → Jacob → Judah → David → Jesus

Jesus Himself walked the same pattern:
· Betrayed.
· Condemned unjustly.
· Descended into the valley of death.
 But rose to the ultimate mountaintop of resurrection.

The Gospel now rescues us and reminds us that:
God is with you in the pit.
God is working in the prison.
God is preparing the palace.

The same God who was with Joseph is with you — right now.

Matthew 28:20b
“... And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”

Psalm 23:4a
Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are with me

- God’s presence is not proven by the absence of suffering, but by His faithfulness through it.

Romans 10:9-13
If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is saved. For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to shame.” For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who call on him. For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”
