Colossians 1:16
For by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things were created through him and for him.

· Thanks leads us to generosity because Jesus gave up everything so we could gain everything.

2 Corinthians 8:9
For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor, so that you through his poverty might become rich.

We weren’t just poor before knowing Jesus; we were totally bankrupt. 

Romans 5:8
But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

· Thanks leads us to generosity because love always gives.

True love doesn’t just fill your heart — it moves your hands.

John 3:16
For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.

1 John 4:8-10
Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love. This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only Son into the world that we might live through him. 

This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins.

You cannot love without giving.

· Thanks leads to generosity because it’s not an option — it’s obedience.

2 Corinthians 8:7
But since you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in complete earnestness and in the love we have kindled in you—see that you also excel in this grace of giving.
