Chapter 4 — The King is coming. Are you ready?

Revelation 1:8
 “I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says the Lord God, “who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty.”

2 Samuel 7:11-13
The Lord declares to you that the Lord himself will establish a house for you: When your days are over and you rest with your ancestors, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, your own flesh and blood, and I will establish his kingdom. 

He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever.

What do you bow to? 

What you bow to has command over your life. 

Jesus is the promised King—and our only right response is to bow before Him.

To bow to Jesus means to surrender your will, submit to His authority, and align your life with His kingdom.

Why should you bow to Jesus as your king?

· Jesus is the everlasting King.

Hebrews 1:8-9
But to the Son he says, “Your throne, O God, endures forever and ever. You rule with a scepter of justice. You love justice and hate evil.”

Have you stopped allowing Jesus to be the king of your life? 

· Jesus is the King of Kings & Lord of Lords.

Matthew 2:1-3
After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem and asked, “Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews? We saw his star when it rose and have come to worship him.”

When King Herod heard this he was disturbed, and all Jerusalem with him.

The reason we don’t bow to Jesus is simple—we want to be the king.

Mark 1:15
 “The time has come,” he said. “The kingdom of God has come near. Repent and believe the good news!”

Revelation 19:11-17
I saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, whose rider is called Faithful and True. With justice he judges and wages war. 

His eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head are many crowns. He has a name written on him that no one knows but he himself. 

He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is the Word of God. The armies of heaven were following him, riding on white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. 

Coming out of his mouth is a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations. “He will rule them with an iron scepter.”

He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty. On his robe and on his thigh he has this name written: King of Kings and Lord of Lords.
