The Prophet Speaks

Who do you listen to?

· Chapter 5 – The prophet speaks, and we must listen to Him.

Throughout Scripture, God sent prophets to His people for five main purposes:

1. To preach His word
2. To confront sin
3. To call people to repentance
4. To announce either judgment or forgiveness
5. To reveal God’s present and future plans

Deuteronomy 18:14-19 
The nations you will dispossess listen to those who practice sorcery or divination. But as for you, the Lord your God has not permitted you to do so. The Lord your God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among you, from your fellow Israelites. You must listen to him. 

For this is what you asked of the Lord your God at Horeb on the day of the assembly when you said, “Let us not hear the voice of the Lord our God nor see this great fire anymore, or we will die.”

The Lord said to me: “What they say is good. I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their fellow Israelites, and I will put my words in his mouth. He will tell them everything I command him.

I myself will call to account anyone who does not listen to my words that the prophet speaks in my name.

Acts 3:19-24
Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the Lord, and that he may send the Messiah, who has been appointed for you—even Jesus. 

Heaven must receive him until the time comes for God to restore everything, as he promised long ago through his holy prophets. 

For Moses said, ‘The Lord your God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among your own people; you must listen to everything he tells you. 

Anyone who does not listen to him will be completely cut off from their people.’

If Jesus is God’s great prophet, then ignoring His voice is not an option. We must listen to Him.

Jesus isn’t just another prophet; he’s God’s full revelation of himself, the living word of God.

John 1:1-5, 14
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning. 

Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. In him was life, and that life was the light of all mankind.

The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.

The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.

Hebrews 1:1-2
In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at many times and in various ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through whom also he made the universe.

Since Jesus is God’s chosen word, our only right response is to listen to Him.

How to hear from Jesus.

· Stop listening to the mockers, haters, and dissension creators.

Psalm 1:1
Oh, the joys of those who do not follow the advice of the wicked, or stand around with sinners, or join in with mockers.

Stop letting other voices speak louder than Jesus.

· Stop listening to your doubts and fears.

2 Timothy 1:7
For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.

Romans 10:17
So faith comes from hearing, that is, hearing the Good News about Christ.

· Start listening to God’s word.

Isaiah 55:3
Give ear and come to me; listen, that you may live.

Psalm 1:2-3
But they delight in the law of the Lord, meditating on it day and night. They are like trees planted along the riverbank, bearing fruit each season. Their leaves never wither, and they prosper in all they do.

The question isn’t did God speak, the question is will you listen?
